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What is the Childhood Bereavement Network?

The Childhood Bereavement Network (CBN) is the national, multi-professional network of organisations and individuals working in the field of childhood bereavement. CBN promotes the interests of bereaved children, young people and their families and encourages the development of quality support for them. 

Subscribers to CBN share a vision in which all children and young people in the UK, together with their families and other caregivers, can easily access a choice of high-quality local and national information, guidance and support to enable them to manage the impact of death on their lives.
CBN is hosted by the National Children’s Bureau (NCB) and works in partnership with Children in Scotland and Children in Wales. CBN’s network of subscribers provide a range of bereavement support services throughout the UK.

· develop the CBN as a mechanism, resource, partnership and advocate

To subscribe to the Childhood Bereavement Network, all applicants are asked to pay an annual subscription and to endorse the Network’s Vision and Aims, the Belief Statement and the Guidelines for Good Practice. These Guidelines provide a model framework for best practice. To subscribe to the Network, applicants are simply asked to endorse these guidelines and it is not necessary to have them all in place at the time of application.
